They will be fully refereed according to the following criteria: originality, clear rationale,
thorough description/documentation, quality of writing, and evaluation of the activity (i.e.,
were the learning objectives attained and how was this assessed?)

As with the other submissions, the Teacher’s Forum reports will be published on a rotating
basis throughout the year. After publication, the reports will be downloadable directly and
for free from the .2 Journal website.

We invite all second and foreign language teachers to submit reports and we look forward to
providing a public forum for them!
